During the early 1980’s Hammerite 
was purchased by Hunting PLC and 
launched to the wider DIY market. 
The 1980’s were a real time of growth 
for the Hammerite brand with the 
acquisition of Solvol, Hermetite, 
KuRust and Joy Woodcare to develop 
the brand portfolio. Launched to the 
export market in 1987, Hammerite 
quickly gained strength as an 
internationally renowned brand for 
metalcare. In 1993 the brand was sold 
to Williams Holdings PLC who further 
developed the export markets.

Finally, in 1998 ICI acquired the 

brand and engaged a programme of 
growth by expanding to new Latin 
American markets and launching 
new innovation such as Metalmaster.

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Oulton Park – 26th March

Our fi rst meeting of the season 
was a resounding success with six 
entertaining championship rounds run 
off in record time at the picturesque 
Oulton Park Island circuit.

All the races were great to watch, 
but the closest by far was the SVG 
Motorsport Pre ’93 event which was 
run concurrently with the Hammerite 
Group One race. Andy and Allan 
Davies locked out the front row with 
their BMWs, while Roger Stanford’s 
similar M3 lined up right behind, 
alongside Jim McLoughlin’s Capri. 
Next in line was the Jaguar XJ12 of 
David Howard which was the quickest 
of the Group One runners.

Ken Lark’s Corrado stormed away 
from the third row and moved up to 
challenge for the lead, but then it 
suddenly veered across the track, 
bounced off the barriers and collected 
Howard’s Jag with a hefty swipe. The 
race was red-fl agged, but neither car 
was able to take part in the re-start.

Andy Davies got the jump on his 
brother, while Stanford kept a 
watching brief in third place. The wily 
current champion said: “I kept piling 
on the pressure in the hope that they 
might make a mistake.” Sure enough, 
Andy indulged in a slight off-course 
excursion due to fading brakes which 
allowed his brother to get away - and 
dropped him within the grasp of 
Stanford. Allan duly went on to win 
by fi ve seconds, while Andy just held 
off his rival to take second place. Jim 
McLoughlin, lights blazing on his 
charismatic Capri, launched the car 

out of Lodge for the last time to claim 
fourth place ahead of Stuart Tranter 
(Rover Tomcat), David Scriven (Toyota 
Supra) and Simon Leleu (Tomcat). 
Mark Hope was voted the Aford 
Awards Driver of the Day.

Hammerite champion Steve Cripps 
was the best of the Gp.1 runners in 
eighth place overall, almost a lap 
ahead of William Jenkins (BMW 3.0 
CSL). Cripps also won the GT Towing 
Driver of the Day Award.

Stanford had already starred in the 
Thermex Classic event, when his lhd 
Lotus-Cortina led from start to fi nish.  
This was a real David and Goliath 
affair as Roger Ebdon’s Mini put 
up a spirited chase ahead of Roger 
Bowman (Mk.1 Jaguar) who won 
the Berkshire Pallets Driver of the 
Day Award. Steven Sprigg narrowly 
beat Nick Jones to fourth place, just 
ahead of the spectacular Phil Manser, 
whose Mini was thrown into some 
thrilling, three-wheel drifts at Druids. 
Current champion Andy Messham 
kept his title defence on track with a 
resounding Class E victory over Ken 
Selfe which earned him the SGSS 
Design Driver of the Day Award. 
Unfortunately, Brian Stevens’ pristine 
Lotus-Cortina expired amid a cloud of 
smoke on the sighting lap.

Afterwards Stanford said: “Roger was 
going really well in the Mini until he 
dropped back.”  Ebdon admitted: “I 
spun at Lodge in the closing stages.”

David Howard dominated the 
Autoglym Post Historics as his mighty 
Jaguar steadily pulled away from the 

rapid Marks: Lucock (Escort) and 
Osborne (Dolomite Sprint). Simon 
Kinsey (Escort) had been chasing 
hard in the early stages, but he fell 
away to fi nish fourth.

Current champion Keith Butcher 
made the best start to the Sub Zero: 
Wolf Classic Thunder event and his 
Nissan Primera led initially from 
Dan Stringfellow (BMW M3) and 
Neil Philpotts (Mitsubishi Starion). 
But polesitter Stringfellow was 
not to be denied and his highly-
developed Beemer boomed past 
and then romped away to win. As 
Butcher began to lose ground Garrie 
Whittaker’s Schnitzer lookalike came 
through to fi nish third. Joss Ronchetti 
put in a stirring drive after starting 
from the back and he snatched fourth 
place from Butcher in the closing 
stages. The Sunbeam-Lotus driver’s 
outstanding effort earned him the 
Driver of the Day award, sponsored by 
Track Driver magazine.

During Qualifying for the Blue Oval 
Saloon Series race Graham Wait’s 
Sierra-Cosworth was almost three 
seconds quicker than his closest 
rival so it was no surprise when the 
current champion pulled away to 
claim a confi dent win. Craig Rainer’s 
Escort and Jeff Windsor’s Sierra-
Cosworth were having brilliant battle 
until Rainer was forced to retire with 
a blown gasket on his turbo.

He said: “Once I lost boost pressure I 
started to go backwards.”

Scott Matthias was promoted to third 
place when Paul Nevill spun out after 
being given a 10-second penalty, 
although the latter recovered well to 
fi nish fourth ahead of Mike Webb and 
Simon Beament. Demetris “Jimmy” 
Neophytou was the best of the 
Fiesta fi ghters and won the Bob Ross 
Racing Driver of the Day Award.

The judges for the Driver of the Day 
awards were Paul Lawrence and Ian 
Titchmarsh.
